Scroll Compressor Operation

Two involute spiral scrolls matched together generate a series of
crescent-shaped gas pockets between them

During compression, one scroll remains stationary while the other
scroll orbits around it

Gas is drawn into the outer pocket, the pocket is sealed as the scroll
rotates

As the spiral movement continues, gas pockets are pushed to the
center of the scrolls. Volume between the pockets is simultaneously
reduced

When the pocket reaches the center, gas is now at high pressure
and is forced out of a port located in the

center of the fixed scrolls

During compression, several pockets are compressed simultane-
ously resulting in a smooth continuous



compression cycle
