Step	1	–	Locate	the	rear	of	the	unit,	facing	the	open	
ducts.		Using	a	knife,	cut	following	the	marked	cut	
lines	on	the	unit’s	base	insulation.		Remove	the	
cuts	of	insulation.

Step	2	–	Locate	the	screws	that	fasten	the	bottom	
duct	covers	to	the	base.		Remove	these	along	with	
any	interfering	foil	tape
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Step	3	–	Remove	 screws	 located	between	 the	
supply	 and	 return	 air	 openings	 that	 attach	 the	
blower	 deck	 to	 the	 base:	 and	 discard	 these	
screws.	 	 These	 screws	 can	 interfere	 with	
bottom	duct	connections	or	roof	curb	seals.	It	is	
recommended	to	tape	down	remaining	insulation	
to	the	base	to	avoid	delamination.

Step	4	–	Locate	the	dimples	around	the	rear	duct	
openings.	Fasten	the	new	rear	duct	covers	to	the	
rear	panel	using	the	self-drilling	screws.		

Step	5	–	Install	drain	pan	overflow	switch	accord-
ing	to	over	flow	switch	kit	instructions.

Note:	Curb	kits	are	available	 if	desired	 in	down	
flow	applications.
